Reighton Sands June 17th 2007

I received a text from Alan Stewart @ 9:55am about a seal pup in distress at Reighton sands.

I was out with my wife Gill and Ryker my German shepherd at the time of the call and so went straight down to the beach to investigate.

We searched around and asked people if they had seen anything and were told it had been seen swimming towards Bempton just in the edge of the surf.
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Tracy, Gary and Pip came down and we started to look out to sea for it, and sure enough there it was, it looked like it wanted to haul out but was wary of the people on the beach.

It swam south towards Bempton for quite a while and then hauled out, Tracy and Gary went for a closer look and said it appeared to be the same seal we came out to on the 9th June.

Fat, healthy and needing to rest up, it had no visible injuries and no further action was taken.

Weather conditions were Cloudy / misty but dry and strangely warm, sea state was slight with small surf, wind was light N. NW, high tide was 6:30am so the tide was still going out.

The call out lasted about 2 hours, medics attending were Bruce, Pip, Tracy and Gary.
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
