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RIGHT OF BURIAL DEEDS

The Right of Burial deeds are the property of the purchaser of the grave or cremation space and identify the owner of the grave or cremation space.  Ownership of Exclusive Right of Burial does not however imply ownership of the land itself or the right to carry out any particular activity on the grave plot or cremation space. The land is still owned by Paull Parish Council. 
The Right of Burial gives the owner:-

1. The right to decide who is buried or interred in the grave or cremation space
2. The right to erect a memorial within the specifications laid down in the cemetery rules

3. The responsibility of maintaining the grave /space
4. The responsibility of maintaining the memorial in a safe state of repair
The Deed of Grant MUST be produced before a grave can be opened or cremation space prepared.  If the Deed of Grant is lost, the person requesting that the grave be opened must make a written declaration that they have the right to do so. Possession of a Deed does not of itself give any person the right to have a grave or cremation space opened. That right lies only with the person named on the Deed as owner of Exclusive Right of Burial in that grave or space.
TRANSFERING THE RIGHT OF BURIAL DEED

The deed forms part of the owner’s estate, keep it in a safe place and make sure the executors or the legal next of kin knows where it is kept 

If specified in the will

The deed is transferred to the named recipient. A copy of the will or sealed letter of probate is

produced and authorised by the burial authority (in this case, Paull Parish Council). A deed is then issued in the new owner’s name.

If not specified in the will

The grave is transferred to the legal next of kin or recipient of the estate. A copy of the will/sealed letter of probate is given to the burial authority. If neither is available then a statutory declaration witnessed by a Commissioner of oaths is required. A deed is then issued in the new owner’s name.
RENEWAL OF THE RIGHT OF BURIAL DEED

The initial period of grant is eighty (80) years : this can be “topped up” at any time in the future for an additional fee providing that the period of the deed never exceeds 80 years. (For example, twenty years after the purchase of a grave space, leaving 60 years to run, a maximum of 20 years extension can be purchased.)  Upon the expiry date the ownership of the grave space reverts back to the Council if the deed holder has not expressed the desire to extend the period. 
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
