MINUTES OF PAULL PARISH COUNCIL  MEETING held September 10th 2008 - draft
1 : Apologies  :  Cllrs Shaw & Liversedge, ERofY Cllrs Lynn & Suggit & PCSOs
2 : In Attendance : Cllrs Gray, Hulme, Harvey, Pile, Greenbank and Beadle; ERofY Cllr Sloane, 2 members of the public; Cllr Gray in the Chair.

4 : Matters arising therefrom (numbering refers to minutes 10/09/08)
4: e – Hull City Council land – Hull CC meeting to discuss same on October 9th. Clerk asked to check for anything in writing re. an agreement already made as Mrs Franks (Clerk at the time) has no recollection of anything other than verbal agreements.
5: a – Budget Conferences – evening but still no precise time; Mr Drury promised to email details but had not done so in time for meeting.
5: f – Footpath Oxgoddes Farm – previous discussion minuted 09/05/07; Mr Robinson has more information and maps from archives and is satisfied. Clerk to complete form and reiterate previous position on the matter.      
5: v – Hedon Navigation Trust (Cllrs. Gray & Liversedge) :  meeting was chiefly about trustees; this is an ongoing project.
7: a – drain Thorngumbald Road : ERYC have been attending to it : the tanks have silted up and ERYC has potted along Thorngumbald Road, adding 2 new gullies to take water and have been cutting into gardens to find the main drains. Cllr Hulme observed that the original ditch was there for a purpose and took an enormous amount of water which now flows down the road; also pointed out that the camber on the road changes as it passes the houses, pouring water into the gardens. 
9: c – responses to letter sent to tenant – the matter is now settled to everyone’s satisfaction.
11: d – flag for War Memorial – Mr Robinson has replaced ropes; Mrs Davies thinks Union flag was given in to Guides’ county archives when Paull unit closed: War Memorial Committee may need to buy new one – clerk to research cost. 

5:  Continuing Matters
a. Proposed Graveyard  : solicitors have now confirmed that the land for the burial ground has been registered to Paull Parish Council - they will be sending us their details of expenses soon for payment. Cllr Shaw forwarded letter from 2005 with details of fencing proposed at the time. Suggestion that a sub-committee is now needed to deal with this, clerk to place on the agenda for next meeting.
b. Environment Agency : Cllr Hulme had asked about the pump at the Strays and was assured all now repaired.

d:  Village Signs : completed and planted up : Cllr Liversedge has agreed to take care of the flowerbeds. ERofYC has promised to re-site the brown sign.

Emails: a: emails and photos from Cllr. Shaw re. sea defences, also press cuttings from Holderness Gazette. PC dismayed that the opinion was that the sea wall near Anson Villas was not needed for flood defence! Pointed out that the “high earth bank” was in fact recent and was simply the soil dug out for a nearby garage’s foundations and as such is liable to rapid erosion if/when the wall is breached.

7 : Forums
a : YW : meeting Tuesday Sept 16th  : Cllr Sloane reported on meeting he had attended : chief exec. of YW said they were cleaning the scrubbers and installing new carbon filter system so no odour control system at the moment but will be fixed in approx. 2 weeks;  and the smell will then be “restricted to a half mile radius of the plant” (!) – to eliminate the smells completely would mean a 2nd set of scrubbers and filters which is proposed for 2011. ERofYC are threatening to prosecute for nuisance if it gets no better – public asked to continue reporting smells.
b : BP : meeting Tues. November 4th (q.v. 6:g)
c : Nippon Gohsei : no meeting

8 : Committees

a : Flooding : (Cllrs Taylor and Annison – Flooding Committee – both absent) : Cllr Hulme : EA considers the rest of the village not protected by the flood wall to be high enough to not need further protection. He told them that flooding comes round the end and back of the wall and flows down into the village and that the soil bank is simply the excavations from the footings of Ben’s garage and also that discussions had been held with the Crown Estates, Army, Hull CC, Holderness Borough Council etc. but nobody was willing to accept ownership of, and responsibility for, the wall. Mrs Franks (then Clerk) wrote to all residents of Anson Villas to ask them is their deeds showed ownership of the wall but received no replies. No help from the Land Registry – they eventually returned the Council’s cheque. EA had to buy a strip of land from Mrs M. Scott (lighthouse) to build the new sea wall which indicates that her deeds showed ownership! Most probable owner is the Ministry of Defence but Paull PC would have to take them to court and as they have more money than us……  Pumps : (Cllr Beadle) : prices of pumps and accessories,  map of possible siting of pumps, aiming to pimp out over the sea wall? Cllr Greenbank – would need huge pumps! What if flooding from the sky coincided with flooding from the river? Start pumping as soon as heavy rain falls, not wait for flooding to start. 

Cllr Hulme : suggested buying a 1 acre strip behind Rosegarth Bungalows and construct a dyke and levee to take floodwater: Turpit Lane area is below sea level and would need a colossal pump to take flood water over the sea wall whereas field behind Rosegarth is much lower. Cllr Gray agreed it was worth looking into and what about extra funding from ERofYC? Small pumps would still be useful but would need to be serviced regularly and kept ready to go : better 4 smaller pumps than 1 big one. Storage – awaiting costings for steel storage boxes. Designated people would need training to operate the pumps – useful topic for emergency planning training (q.v.)    Suggested : trash pumps, pipes and storage boxes : Cllrs Greenbank, Gray, Liversedge and Beadle to confer.

ii : Pipeline Easington – Paull (consultation) : have applied to purchase land adjacent to gas compound from EA to extend it – applying for pipeline before they have the land! Clerk to write and clarify where the pipeline is to terminate as the present pumping station does not have the capacity and the PC understands that there are moves to site alongside the new Nature Reserve.
