Proposed:  Cllr Annison, seconded: Cllr Hulme.  Carried unanimously. Cllr Shaw signed the minute book as a true record of the meeting.

6 : a : iv : Co-option of new councillors. Mr Oldridge and Mr Allen co-opted unanimously. Both signed declarations of acceptance and completed Register of Interests.
6 : a : xi :  Paull Parochial Church Council : starting work on a Heritage Trail : money to set it up donated by Leader + - £7,000 to pay for things to be given away free e.g. leaflets.  2 routes planned – 1 ½ hrs via footpaths and 2 hrs + for longer route. 12 marker posts, some to be placed around the village, have been told would be cheaper for PC to apply for permission. Posts 6” x 3” , max 3 ft high with brass rubbing plaque attached – school children designing these.  Our insurers need to be made aware – public liability.  Inform Allianz of creation of Village Trail (insurance due for renewal June.) Audio units for organised groups – funding already in place for these. Plans for a book on the history of Paull. Cllr Shaw – PC happy to support the Heritage Trail plans.

Car boot sales restarting April – September, 1st Saturday each month. Cllr Shaw asked PCC about a small donation to help defray PC’s expenses for the field. PCC will consider. Suggested on a per event basis. 
Churchyard maintenance – a lot of voluntary work done last year to clear churchyard, need to discuss requirements with Dave Horsley for him to add into his tender for grass-cutting. 

Wall between churchyard and cemetery is in curtilege of Grade 1 listed building so need faculty from York to breach for funeral access. Application for churchyard closure now with the Queen : can still inter in double graves and also inter/scatter ashes.
