3. Minutes of meeting held 4th February 2010

4 : 6a : iv : Co-option of councillors : notice for election expires 19th March., if no request, Mrs Threlfall and Mr Garton can be co-opted. 

5 : b : i : Code of Conduct training re-scheduled for Friday 12th March (Withernsea, Shores Centre, 2 p.m.) Cllrs Oldridge & Dent, but Clerk not available – any other councillors interested?
10 : i : Post Box : Cllr Dent has made a formal complaint on behalf of the council to the Post Office Complaints Department : want to know number on box (plates are missing!) and address ;  will look into it.
10 : iii : Grass cutting – quotations received from GroundTech, Westfield  and Holderness Landscapes (D. Horsley). Councillors suggested that Mr Horsley be asked to submit a separate tender for the new graveyard as overall his was the best quote;  GroundTech have quoted less then ERYC Grounds Maintenance (who currently have the contract) for the sports field but for a fortnightly cut, which is not sufficient in summer. If Mr Horsley’s quotation for the graveyard is acceptable he will be offered the village grass cutting contract, but the PCC have asked the PC to stress to him that the church-yard needs cutting weekly in the summer.
10 : v : hedging for new cemetery : Vivergo have paid for trees, shrubs and planting and already completed, planted by the British Conservation Trust Volunteers.. Cllr Annison queried why one corner has been left unplanted – Clerk said that they explained that they couldn’t plant trees  beneath overhead lines but this did not explain lack of hedging. Hasn’t cost the PC anything so if necessary a few extra plants could be bought to insert in the gap.
