5:  Continuing Matters
a. New Graveyard – Paull PCC have lots of information for us. Clerk has discussed fees with them already. Clerk has contacted other Clerks for their experiences and they are proving most helpful. Consecration now becoming urgent – aim to consecrate 80% of the land; need to leave access to hedges and fences all round perimeter. Paths? Place on agenda as major item next month.
b.  Flooding - see letters section.
c. Village Hall : Cllr has  collated replies – 84 replies covering 151 residents – 28% response. 80% of these respondents want the village hall to be kept. Cllr Beadle agreed to prepare feedback information for the village – next stage is to hold a public presentation. Grants etc. available – Cllr Dent has produced a list of contacts for grants. Need estimates for costs of redesigns, refurbishment or rebuild.  Cllr Hulme : should incorporate toilets accessible from inside the hall as well as outside. In conservation area – need support of the conservation officer. Is the land even registered? (General consensus is No!) We need an idea of capital costs
d. Environment Agency : remove from Continuing Matters as EA’s 5 year study is over. 
e. English Heritage : Cllr Hulme explained the history of this to  Mr Oldridge. Now only 2 people on the Village Hall Enhancement Committee – Clerk & Cllr. Hulme.  Need to re-draw and simplify the plans for the path to get permission to proceed from English Heritage, who think that the brick gully is an Ancient Monument. When permission gained will have to re-tender for their revised footpath and handrail.

vii. Road Safety / Highways – grit box at corner of High Paull Lane has been empty since before Christmas. ERofYC have been notified but box not refilled.

xi. County Minute Reader  - Cllr Dent : Code Of Conduct decisions; new council depot to be built on Magdalen Lane;  SHS have applied to erect a wind turbine and solar panels.  New dog fouling orders to come into place. Speed limits on the A1033 are being reconsidered. Odour at YW : insufficient evidence to constitute a statutory nuisance. 
c: Finance 
i. Precept for 2010 – 2011 : all councillors have received balance sheet & projection.  Proposed Cllr Hulme, seconded Cllr Dent, that the precept remain at £9,000 for 2010 – 2011; amendment proposed Cllr Annison, seconded Cllr Beadle that the precept be raised by a small amount to take inflation into account and that the sum requested be £9,500 : amendment was voted on and carried  by a majority of 5 : 2. Form to sign and submit.
ii. ERYC quote for grass cutting - £554.06 + VAT (= £651 : 2009 was  £616.54) - accepted

iii. Cheque to draw for Clerk : £170 + £30 admin/expenses – carried unanimously.
