Minutes of meeting 09/04/08      
Proposed Cllr Greenbank

Seconded  Cllr Annison
Matters arising therefrom
Flooding  (should there be a Committee for this topic? See above) quotes for equipment,  pumps, sand etc. provided by Cllr Greenbank. Storage – problem with the Parish land at Turpit Lane corner – tree roots would interfere with foundations. Other side of Turpit Lane? Behind Rosegarth, corner of Lambert’s field? Cllrs Gray and Greenbank will measure up, take photos etc. for possible siting of container. Clerk to write to ERofYC and enquire about garage to rear of Paghill – which one, what condition and construction?  
Email from Cllr Taylor, who was unable to attend because he was at a flood meeting : ask Clerk to write to Crown Properties and ask them what are their intentions re. flood defence around Crown land. Also asked for PC input to Matthew Grove with regard to ERofYC response to the flooding in Paull – Cllr Shaw to deal with this. Cllr Hulme expressed the hope that some credit would be given to ERofYC for what they have done (cleared gullies and put in extra drains in the village) – not entirely negative. 
Proposed Graveyard – letter from Burstall’s clarifying transfer with limited title guarantee, they have yet to hear from the Diocesan Bard of Finance. Clerk to write to Ivan to clarify their position – if they don’t lay claim to the original land donation then it should revert without need for legal procedures?   







Environment Agency – Strays  – more saltmarsh and less mudflats than was expected. Surveys of invertebrates, flora and general fauna will be decreased and bird surveys increased. Cllr Hulme has asked for a new, better bird hide at the northern end – if this is turning into reedbed and saltmarsh then different birds, requiring different type of hide, will come there. 




 
English Heritage : not worth moving further until Enhancement Project has been granted Charitable Status. Council resolved to seek out interest in membership of the (currently depleted)  Enhancement Committee – carried nem. con.
Hull City Council land : no reply from either Hull CC or Andrew Knott. Clerk to try personal contacts. 
Village Sign : Cllr Greenbank produced a design which was approved of by all councillors present. Has been costed out at £900 for two, complete. Discussions about various sites – preference expressed for the “triangle” at the north end of the village and the verge near Bulk Storage at the south end. Cllr Annison proposed that the council move ahead with this as it has been in the planning stage for some considerable time. Seconded Cllr Liversedge, carried unanimously. Post Office : have promised Cllr Gray a reply within 5 days – Cllr Hulme proposed that if nothing comes of this, the matter should be dropped as the village has been without a Post Office for 2 years and by now people have made other arrangements.
