Minutes of meeting December 5th 2007 : Proposed  Cllr. Taylor ,  Seconded Cllr. Gray
Matters arising therefrom :
Vacancy on Parish Council – Cllr. Greenbank was unable to attend; needs to sign Acceptance and Code of Conduct forms at next meeting.
Proposed Graveyard – Cllr Shaw has had a reply from the solicitors : they want an OS map of the site and details to be confirmed. Cllr Shaw has replied so we are now just waiting for them to get back to the Council : they say the process should be quite rapid now. Cllr Shaw has spoken to the Vicar who said the church is looking to introduce a water supply and a toilet; query possibility of putting a septic tank into the new piece of land. Suggest set aside a 2 metre strip adjacent to the church wall. Cllr Taylor expressed reservations re. septic tank discharge into the new graveyard 
Environment Agency – nothing to report : they are meeting with Cllr Hulme 15/04/2008. Cllr Hulme has inspected trhe bird hide and reports it to be in quite good order. A better hide at the village end of the site would be nice – Clerk to write to EA to suggest this, mention how popular it is and generates lots of interest etc. EA suggesting other uses for the site – café at car park? Grazing? Any other ideas?
 

English Heritage – 2 emails, 2 phone calls and 1 letter – no response from Keith Miller. 
Hull City Council land – Nothing to report
Village Sign – we need a firm design before we can submit plans and ask for permissions, etc. Cllr Beadle to speak to shipyard.

Post Office – still awaiting letter from Crown landlord
Glass recycling – bin now in Crown car park, Cllr Gray to enquire whether this is the one for public use.
Flooding – Cllr Taylor’s report distributed to all Councillors and Mrs Franks: Cllr Annison commended Cllr Taylor for all the hard work and expertise he has put into this report, Cllr Suggit said that the ERofYC think it is “a very valuable document” Cllr Annison pointed out that most of the dykes have been cleared out as recently as January 2007, it is just the last stretch between Turpit Lane and the Haven which need attention. Need to assume joint responsibility, clarify and prioritise needs: these dykes are reduced to half their capacity. Priorities identified after discussion : 
1) Security fencing at Don Camp restricts access for clearing the dykes : Clerk to write to Yorkshire Portable Buildings and request access to deal with the dykes,  and Clerk to write to property owners on Turpit Lane to tell them that the PC is working towards getting the ditch cleared out and reinstated and that if any of them have a problem with this, please contact the PC.
2) Gullies behind cottages on Main Street blocked with silt and weeds so threatening to flood with high tides as well as rain (Clerk to write again to EA) 

3) Store / depository for sand bags and pumps needed urgently. 
Clerk to write to Mike Peak, Huw Roberts, Gerry Frisbee and Nigel Pearson (Chief Exec.) to invite them to our next council meeting to discuss the problem of flooding in Paull.

Flooding to be an agenda item for the foreseeable future.
