Matters arising therefrom
Cllr Harvey : Shoreline questionnaire she had taken  to complete was not strictly relevant to Paull village; would have been of more interest to Cllr Taylor at Stoney Creek.

Flooding : offer from ERofYC of garage rent free, need to know costs etc. for remaining requirements. Need to submit a formal proposal. Garage on base at corner of Turpit Lane? Cast base, prefab garage, pumps, hoses, sand & sandbags etc. Site for secure storage? Shovels, emergency kits etc. etc. Cllr Greenbank offered to get quotes for the above.
Letter from Cllr Taylor re. meeting at Hedon : challenge EA on lack of response. Propose Dutch Consultants to look at EA’s computer model – is it correct? PC. Agreed to support this initiative. Suggestion raised re. twinning with a Dutch town – no decision reached.

Re. dredging at Immingham Docks – mud just tipped into the river, is this causing the silting up at Stoney Creek and Paull Holme? 

Nature conservancy sign : phone call from Kat Sanders, sign to be erected 14/04/08 and asked for someone from the Council to supervise siting. No councillors available - Clerk agreed to attend.
Proposed Graveyard : nothing new to report, awaiting solicitors.






Environment Agency : Cllr Hulme to attend meeting 15/04/08. Cracks have appeared in the sea wall between lighthouse and Humber tavern since the earthquake. ERofYC think they are of no concern but say in any case the wall is the EA’s problem. Steve to take copy of Cllr Suggit’s letter and one from the PC to the meeting with the EA.
