MINUTES OF PAULL PARISH COUNCIL  MEETING held September 10th 2008

*As two CPSOs were present, they were invited to speak to the Council first so that they could then go to Preston’s meeting : crime figures presented – July: 3 thefts from motor vehicles, 1 criminal damage, 2 possession of cannabis & 1 stolen motorbike (these 3 all taken into custody) & 1 case of youths causing annoyance/drinking; August: 2 non-dwelling burglaries; September: zero to date. The CPSOs were thanked for attending and promised to keep in touch.

Matters arising therefrom
1. Proposed Graveyard  : No further correspondence has been received. Cllr Annison observed that the field has now been drilled for the next crop, but this may not be a problem given that it could take that long to get things done.
2. Environment Agency : (Cllr Hulme) : 2 lots of correspondence re. the avocets – they need a higher island in the lagoon to prevent the chicks from being drowned at spring tides – this was suggested in the original plans. Going for funding to build one. One pump keeps silting up and the drain is rather full after recent heavy rains.
3. English Heritage  : Nothing new to report. Need a new committee to pursue charity status.
4. Village Signs :  Now finished. Cllr Taylor not happy with the quality of the workmanship of  the brickwork.- to be inspected. Brown sign to be moved by ERYCC
5. Hull City Council land : emails and phone calls on the subject over the summer. Council agreed to use Cllr Shaw’s wording of a letter re. the sea wall; Council agreed that we should take on the whole area – field, car park, lane, “picnic area” and woods beyond. Clerk to write to this effect.

e. Cllr Shaw told the Council that Vivergo were planning to hold a community forum and were asking for suggestions as to format etc..
7. Committees

a. Flooding –  the contract  for garage arrived during the summer holidays and was completed and sent back by Cllr Gray, who now has the keys. It has been repaired and is now available for use & needs stocking before we have any more floods. Discussion re. funding : it appears that the council has to lay the money out then claim it back off ERofYC.  Councillors RESOLVED to allocate £1500 in the first instance and authorised the Clerk to write cheques up to this amount for any supplies bought before the next meeting. Cllr Gray to see about sand and sand bags, Cllr Beadle pumps and hoses, Cllr Greenbank to be asked about secure containers e.g. tool safes;  pumps in particular to be checked for suitability before buying. Cllr Annison pointed out that we ultimately need some system to enable water to be pumped over the wall and into the river. 

Cllr Taylor  reported on meetings with Dutch engineers who expressed the opinion that the drains from Paull across the field are too small. At the present moment they are completely full again after the recent heavy rains and need to be kept clean and clear of reeds which are restricting water flow. Long discussion about the when, how and who of clearing the drains. Possibility of widening the drain discussed but ownership as always is a problem – ABP owners, Andrew Lambert tenant and clears them every winter. Cllr Hulme pointed out that some houses in Back Lane still flood even when the drain is clear. Cllr Taylor left the meeting mid-way through this discussion.

Clerk was asked to write to Andrew McLoughlin (ERYC) and point out that this is the single drain for the village and the problems entailed.   Discussion about the possibility of back-boring from the gully in Leonard Close through the sea wall so that pumps could empty flood water into the street drains. Opinions that the pumps need ultimately to be permanently sited at the lowest parts of the village ready for instant use as some houses regularly flood from the river or rain. Cllr Gray said that the drain on Thorngumbald Road is blocked again – ERofYC Councillors agreed to report it again.

School info – travel plan with £4050 grant to improve facilities e.g. a shelter for the parents, bicycle park etc.; Beryl Marshall and Kay Burn doing assemblies 1st Monday each month now that Colin Wall has left. School put forward by RE Adviser to become affiliated to the Diocese of York because Paull schoolhas more connections with the church than many church schools; after-school cookery classes being run for parents and children, also plans for after-school coaching, funded by the Big Lottery & Sports Partnerships fund.  18th Sept – Mexican day; 24th Oct – Harvest Festival on the school hall at 10.45 a.m.; 11th Nov. – Remembrance Service at 11 a.m. followed by refreshments in the hall; 11th Dec – Christingle at 3.p.m. Council members welcome; 18th Dec. – Christmas productions a.m/p.m; 19th Dec. end of term carol service 2 p.m. in the church or school hall if wet.
