Cllr Hulme : new tanks going up at Bulk Storage – appear to be putting walkways up. Has planning permission been applied for / approved? Originally only 1 tank, new ones keep being added. Also a new shed (Large) is going up at Low Paull Farm – the council have no recollection of any plans being submitted at any time recently! Clerk to write to planning department to enquire about both.
