a : YW : meeting Thursday December 4th

b : BP : meeting Tues. November 11th : Cllr Taylor reported that there is a lot of change at the site but the feeling is positive because of £60m new investment. Was asked how one applies for jobs – will enquire.

c : Nippon Gohsei : no meeting

d : SCC Ltd  : date changed to Tues. 18th November
e : Vivergo : : not convened yet
8 : Committees

a : Flooding : still trying to organise pumps. Garage is secure, Cllr Gray has the keys, also container subject to the consent of Mr Lambert & neighbours. Cllr Taylor doesn’t think we or the village can afford pumps that will do the job of  pumping over the wall,  Cllr Hulme pointed out that a small pump did the job on the last 3 occasions but obviously would not pump out major flooding : the drains are still clear but the water just can’t get into the drain therefore needs pumping. Small pumps seen to be in action would be a great psychological boost as Council will be seen to be doing something! Cllr Gray will speak to Cllrs Greenbank and Beadle about pumps. Cllr Taylor : gullies around War Memorial corner are connected up to the foul sewer so when there is heavy rain the sewer floods – Highways are coming to have a look. Cllr Taylor : nothing much has changed in the last 18 months : Need a “Grand Plan” – speak to Drainage Boards: if nothing changes, flooding will continue. Cllr Hulme explained his “levee” idea : 20 ft deep storage area behind Rosegarth Bungalows, when needed will take excess water which can be pumped there and then into dykes (which need widening and deepening.) Cllr Taylor – no need to worry about money if a workable plan can be drawn up : Cllr Taylor to coordinate as chairman of the Flooding sub-committee. Report back next meeting. 
Cllr Taylor : another problem – Ferryman Park drains to Turpit Lane via 6 inch pipes – not enough capacity. Letter to ERYC &  YW to say we have identified a problem  and are looking at the “bigger picture” trying to set out a plan to solve all the village’s flooding problems and would like to set up a multi-agency meeting to consider the situation and possible solutions.  (Clerk to liaise with Cllr Taylor.)

Sea wall nr. Anson Villas / slipway :  rock armour not a permanent solution – in present situation  will eventually erode and collapse. What then?  Clerk to write to Graham Stuart MP ERofYC  re. situation with sea wall (tell ERYC that we have written to MP.)

b : Development & Conservation
Application – land east of 17 Ferryman Park (full planning permission sought)  : Is this site outside the SW Holderness Plan? Cllr Taylor read flood risk assessment and said it contained a number of errors. Any further development can only add to flood problems in the village in this area. No issues with design or siting – no planning grounds for objection, accept with comments. 
c : HOTI : nothing to report
d : Miscellaneous :

i : Police / Neighbourhood Watch – PCSOs unable to attend, crime figures sent (nothing major to report..)
ii : Lighting - nothing to report
iii : Allotments – half plot and number 11 still vacant, all the rest let.
iv : School info – Harvest Festival held in school and boxes sent out to Senior Citizens. Remembrance Service very well attended. Collecting shoeboxes and also toys for sale to raise funds for 3rd World development – hoping to be able to buy goats. The children have made bricks which will be used on the Strays – hopefully in a wall – and the travel plan has been accepted and the £4,000 will be used to build a canopy and bike shed and also install new entry system. Trips to the Street Life Museum and the Deep, both funded by FOPS. Cllr Taylor questioned the safety of the building next door : Cllr Pike said the roof tiles all removed;  Cllr Taylor will have another look.
