MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING  : May 7th 2008 
1. Apologies  Cllrs Taylor, Harvey, Pike & ERofY Councillors Suggit & Lynn ; CPSOs 

2. In Attendance: Cllrs. Greenbank, Gray, Liversedge, Annison, Beadle, Hulme and Shaw; ERofY Cllr Sloan; the Clerk & 2 members of the public; Cllr Shaw in the Chair. The meeting commenced at 7.00 p.m.
3. Minutes of meeting 09/05/07  Proposed : Cllr Annison; Seconded : Cllr Hulme. Carried unanimously.
4. Matters arising therefrom : none
5. Chairman’s report : presented by Cllr Shaw and copies to all Councillors; copies will be distributed to all households in the parish in due course, and also posted on the website.Move to accept the Report proposed by Cllr Beadle, seconded  by Cllr. Gray & carried unanimously
6. Presentation of the Balance Sheet : presented by the Clerk; Cllr Hulme observed that it would be useful to receive the balance sheet earlier, to give chance to study it, the Clerk agreed to do this in future years. Move to accept the Balance Sheet proposed by Cllr Annison, seconded  by Cllr. Liversedge & carried unanimously.

Reports from Committees
7. Development & Conservation : Cllr Hulme expressed regret that with the demise of the Conservation Consultative Committees there appears to be much less consultation between the Councils on Conservation matters. 
8. HOTI : Cllr Shaw : current status : waiting for WRG to submit a new application for an operating licence as the original licence was withdrawn because they had “Trivialised the impact of CO2 emissions.” Licensing   agency needs to recognise recent changes in waste management and particularly impact of increased recycling – would waste need to be imported to keep the plant going?
Miscellaneous :

9. Police / Neighbourhood Watch – new CPSOs, setting up Police Surgeries to coincide with council meetings. 
10. Lighting – council has responded to concerns and lighting failures
11. Allotments – a few break-ins earlier but has now “quietened down”; some vacant allotments available to rent
12. School info – Mrs Pike on extended sick leave; Mr McFarlane interim Head
13. Village Hall – little progress made, difficult to engage the VH Committee. 
14. Road Safety / Highways – NTR
15. Emergency – Floods in June 2007. Still a lot to do, but much work going on behind the scenes towards prevention and alleviation in future events. High tides all passed without incident.
16. Transport – NTR
17. Sports Field – field now more secure from cars (but not motor bikes) 
18. Media
- website continues to be updated. 
19. County Minute Reader – Cllr Marshall has resigned, having kept the Council well informed of key issues at ERofYC meetings.
Resolutions/ questions sent in writing
1) Trees at corner of Turpit Lane : resident of 1 Thorngumbald Road requested that they be cut back as they are “overhanging the garden” and could constitute a danger; these trees (2 mature oaks) were inspected when concern first raised by resident and the safety inspector said there was no problem with them. A tree surgeon was also consulted and said they were structurally sound and did not need trimming unless for aesthetic reasons – some trimming was carried out to remove overhanging branches and lift the trees’ crowns. Councillors pointed out that the trees were there long before Ferryman Park was built and when plans were submitted the trees were drawn to the builders’ attention and they said the trees were fine and that they “knew what they were doing.” The Council agreed to seek another inspection of the trees from two sources – the county Tree Officer and a reputable Tree Surgeon – to ascertain whether there has been any deterioration since the last inspection was carried out two years ago. 
2) Development / flooding : Mrs Franks proposed that the council pass a resolution to the effect that no more development in Paull should be considered until the flood problems have been solved. Long discussion, Cllr Sloan pointed out that Paull is deemed an unsustainable settlement and development on any large scale would not be permitted. Councillors suggested that each application be considered on its individual merit rather than a blanket ban. Resolution as proposed was not voted on but amended – the Council resolved to take particular notice of flood issues and each planning application submitted should be scrutinised for flood risk and the Council apply their local knowledge accordingly. Passed nem. con.
